	1. Assessing the hazards.

	1. Cables are run from the set out to the speakers. These could be tripped over.

2. Electricity is used in the show so shocks are possible.

3. We have a lifting stage under which body parts could get caught. 

4. We use a smoke machine, which gets hot when in use so people could get burned



	

	2.  Who might be harmed?

	Children, teenagers, anyone entering the set area. 



	

	3.  Is the risk adequately controlled?

	1. All cables are securely taped to the ground on installation. 

2. The electricity involved is 12v from a car battery. 

3. We have small stage 1m x1m x30cm in front of the booth. A hydraulic pump lifts a metal arm beneath the stage that raises the stage top by 1m. The person sitting on it controls the pump. If anyone enters the stage area whilst the stage is lifting or lowering this person will stop the action using a switch in their hand. It will not continue to move until the person has left the area.

4. The smoke machine is underneath the stage. It is placed in such a way that even when the stage is lifted the machine would still be difficult to reach.



	

	4. What further action is necessary to control the risk?

	1. Any loose cable is coiled and kept in the stall on set.

2. The batteries are placed out of the way at the back of the booth.

3. The second performer is also vigilant at the lifting time to make sure no one is approaching the stage. Stewards will be deployed when available to watch for any unwanted intrusions on the stage.

4. Make sure the smoke machine is only switched on during the show so that there is no risk at any other time.
